Dual Immersion will be a Part Day Class only.
Who Are DLLs:

o  Dual Language Learners (DLLs) are children birth to age
5, who are learning two (or more) languages at the same
time, or are learning a second language while
continuing to develop their first (or home) language.

The Benefits of Bilingualism:

o  Research overwhelmingly shows that speaking more than
one language is not only associated with increased
ability to concentrate, solve problems, and focus,
bilingual children outperform monolingual children in
measures of literacy and math.

The class will be a 90/10 Two-Way Immersion Program.
Our focus of instruction is not on the learning of two
languages, but rather the learning of academic content by
using two languages.
